4. Must take and pass officials proficiency test before cut off date. 
5. If you accept a varsity assignment and turn the game back there will be a turn back 

fee of $20 
6. Failure to pay any fees on time will result in member eligible to officiate games. The 

member will also not be eligible to be on a registered crew and listed in the coaches 
books.  

7. Failure to comply with items 1, 2 and 4 will result in a member not being eligible for 
playoff assignments.

Purpose of Sub-Varsity Assigners 
 

Sub-varsity assigners are members of our Chapter that are paid to schedule officials for games 
with the schools that we service. These assigners have areas of coverage that they are 

responsible for finding officials to work games in their areas. Any official can sign up with any 
of the assigners and work at as many schools as you want. The idea if having regional 

assigners is to assist members with assigning games in the areas in which we live or work.  
To sign up for games, members must contact an assigner and give them the dates and times 
that they are available for working games. The assigner will either give the official games or fill 
the games and then send the official an email with his / her schedule. Once an official accepts 
the games, that official is responsible for working the games or locating a replacement for the 
game. Sub-varsity games can consist of 7th, 8th, 9th, and JV games. At some locations multiple 

games are played and if an official accepts the game, they are expected to work all of the 
games scheduled. Only if you have an emergency situation do you contact the assigner about 

finding a replacement for an assignment you have accepted. Officials are responsible for 
finding their own replacements for games they cannot work.  

 
Pay scales will vary from school to school. Games will generally pay an official $25 to $35 per 
game for 7th and 8th grade games. 9th grade games and JV games will generally pay officials  

$35 to $45 per game. Schools outside of the metroplex area will pay mileage for driving to the 
game. It is best when traveling outside the metroplex it is strongly recommended to car pool 
and ride together. This is an excellent way to meet co-officials and to make sure that you all 

arrive together at the game site. It is always a good policy to contact your co-officials before a 
game to make sure they are aware of the assignment or to see if they have given the game to 

a replacement official. Always try to arrive at sub-varsity games between 15 to 30 minutes 
before game time to meet with fellow officials and to allow schools to know that officials will be 

at their game.  
 

Many of our new officials also try to work Pee-Wee games during the year. This is a good way 
to learn the game and assist in your development as an official. Many times Pee-Wee leagues 
actually offer a better pay scale than schools, but many of the games are played on weekends.  

 
Chain Crews 

As a new official it is highly recommended that you sign up for chain crew assignments. Many 
of the schools that we service ask us to provide 3 to 4 officials for varsity games to operate the 
down markers and chains. This is a paying position and officials generally make $35 to $50 per 
game. This is an excellent way for new officials to be involved in the game on the sideline and 
have the ability to watch more experienced officials work the game. This is a great teaching 

tool and a way for new officials to also meet more experienced officials and even ask 
questions you may have. It one of the best ways to learn the game, be able to interact with 

experienced officials and have a front row seat. Chain crew assignments are made through the 
sub-varsity assigners and are available in many areas of our coverage.

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Frequently Asked Questions 
 

Q – What do I do if I show up at a game and no one is there? 
A – Call your assigner and find out if there was a change and find a coach and ask him if there 
was a change. 
 
Q – What do I do if I show up at a game and the teams are late? 
A – Stay and wait for the teams and start the game when they get there. After the game, call or 
email your assigner and inform him that the teams were late. 
 
Q – What do I do if I show up at a game and one or more of the other officials are not there? 
A – Call the game short handed and after the game then call your assigner and report the NO 
SHOWS. NOTE: It never hurts to contact the officials that are scheduled to make sure they are 
going to be there, are aware of the game assignment, may be late, found a replacement to 
take their place or even quit the chapter after taking game assignments. If you are going 
outside of the metro area, it is advisable to car pool to the games. By car pooling all officials 
arrive at the same time.  
 
Q – What do I do if I get delayed or tied up in traffic and I am going to be late? 
A – Call your fellow officials and assigner and let them know. Get there as quick as you can 
and join the game in progress. NOTE: Print yourself a copy of the Chapter’s roster of officials. 
Keep this in your car with you so you can contact fellow officials or assigners by phone, text, or 
email in case you have a problem at a school, missing officials or teams that don’t show up.  
 
Q – What do I do if I haven’t got paid or I feel the pay was incorrect? 
A – If you haven’t got paid wait 30 days and then call your assigner. If your pay was incorrect 
call your assigner. NEVER! NEVER! Call the school yourself. Your assigner is the only 
one that should contact them. 
 
Q – Who do I contact if I have a problem with the chapter or another member?  
A – The best way to resolve an issue with another official is to contact your Board of Director 
Representative. If you cannot contact the Rep, contact one of the Chapter officers. If you don’t 
feel comfortable speaking with one of the chapter officers, you can contact one of the New 
Member Training Team. They can assist you with questions or problems that you may face.  
 
Q – How do I get paid for games that I work? 
A – At each school the officials will be required to complete a pay sheet. This sheet may 
include completing a W-9 document as well. Be sure to arrive at the game site early so you 
can find the person with the pay sheets and get that taken care of before the game is played. 
Schools will pay each official direct and normally checks are mailed to the officials. BE SURE 
TO PROVIDE YOUR CORRECT ADDRESS AND PHONE NUMBER ALONG WITH SS# IF 
REQUESTED. .  



If you have games that you work and have not been paid, please contact the assigner for that 
area and ask for their assistance in being paid. Please do not call the schools.  
 
Q- How many games should I try to work? 
A – Work as many games as you can. Games are played every night expect for Sunday, so 
there are plenty of opportunities to work game. The more games you work, the more 
experience you will receive and in turn, the more experienced you are, the faster you can 
move up to larger games. Don’t think you are going to move to a major college conference in 
two year…… it takes time, experience and patience to move up the officiating ranks. The more 
you work, the better you get and the better you get the better games you will receive.  
 
Q – Should I try to pull chains for games? Who do I talk to about getting these assignments?  
A – Yes, every new member should try to pull chains for high school games. This is an 
excellent way for a new official to be involved with the officiating crew working the game and 
learn from them how they prepare for a game. Chain crew members are welcome and 
encouraged to observe the official’s pregame conference and learn firsthand from experienced 
officials. Official will get paid between $35 and $50 per game for pulling chains. You have a 
front row seat plus you can watch the more experienced officials work the game and learn from 
them.
